Jonah – ‘A tale of huge rescue’
‘A story of God’s character & how to relate to Him.’

God is a creator God who judges everyone BUT lovingly forgives all who repent and mean it.
Main Themes:

· God requires obedience - at a personal level (Jonah)

- at a corporate level (Nineveh)

· Disobedience is punished – it deserves God’s judgment & wrath

· God abounds in love (4:2), even for a heathen city.

Daily Teaching Aims:
· Tuesday – Jonah Chapter 1 – ‘The God who judges.’
Context of book, judgement of Nineveh, command to Jonah, his rebellion & God’s judgement of him.
MEMORY VERSE: He will judge the world with fairness and the nations with truth. Psalm 96v13
· Wednesday – Jonah Chapter 2 – ‘The God who saves.’
In the belly of the fish, Jonah gets some perspective. 
MEMORY VERSE: “Salvation comes from the Lord.” Jonah 2v9
· Thursday – Jonah Chapter 3 – ‘The God who forgives.’
God offers forgiveness Nineveh & to all people who repent (say sorry and mean it). God cares deeply for all people and provides a way of escape from threatened destruction. Repentance is a work of God
MEMORY VERSE: ‘Repent and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out.’ Acts 3v19
· Friday – Jonah Chapter 4 – ‘The God of compassion & love.’
There are no limits as to who God loves and wants to forgive 
God wants us (his people) to see things the same way. God has compassion and love for all people and wants them to turn to him.
MEMORY VERSE: “God is a gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger and full of love.” Jonah 4v2
· Sunday – Jonah Chapters 1-4, overview – ‘The God who provides.’
God provided a messenger, a great wind, a storm, a big fish, a vine, a worm, a scorching wind, and salvation. He was always in control. 

MEMORY VERSE: “God is a gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger and full of love.” Jonah 4v2
** One greater than Jonah is here . . . . NT reference to Jonah & Jesus.
