Jonah Talk 1 – The God who Judges
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Who should be save:

Who do you really care about?.
How far would you go to save them / rescue them?
This week we are going to see how God cares and loves those in His world, no matter who they are and what they have done. The word often used to describe this is COMPASSION. And God wants to save and rescue everyone.
Ask the question . . . . .Who should be saved from these pictures?.
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Stone Carvings:

When we hear about some of the awful things that happen around us, maybe in the future there will be carvings like these to show the bad things done today.

Imagine God sent you a letter saying . . . . . go to . . .

How would you feel?

What would you do?.
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How could you avoid the mission from God . . . 
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Prophets. . .
Does anyone know what a prophet is?

A messenger from God, and they were the ones chosen by God to tell people when they were being bad.

They warned the people that they needed to get right with God and ask for forgiveness . . . . say sorry . . . . or else God would have to Judge them.

SONG:
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Jonah the Prophet:

He has delivered God’s message before, to the King of Israel, telling him and the people to get right with God.
He came from a place near Nazareth . . . . near where Jesus came from. The only prophet from there ever.
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Timeline:

This is where Jonah’s story fits in to the BIG Picture of the Bible.
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Nineveh:

Capital of a country called Assyria – BIG, BIG enemies of Israel. They weren’t very nice to Israel and it was a very, very bad city, with very, very bad people. They were especially enemies of God!!!

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What can we learn from Jonah Chapter 1: 
God Judges EVERYONE, both Nineveh, Israel & God’s enemies – who were very bad / evil:

& Jonah, His own prophet – who was disobedient to God’s special task to warn Nineveh and possibly save them.
BIG QUESTION:

Why didn’t Jonah want Nineveh saved?

Do we want people saved?
