TIMELINE . . . . . Where does the story fit in?
[Slide 5] – Joseph & Coat
· Dad’s favourite

· Hated by his brothers

· Didn’t work like his brothers

· & he was gifted by God . . . . . . . His super power was . . . . . . . . being able to know what dreams meant!

[Slide 6] – 2 Dreams
· Dream 1 – Bales of straw bowing down to one big Bale of straw. 

· It meant, his brothers would bow down to him!

· Dream 2 – Stars & moon bowing down to one big star.
· It meant, his brothers and father bowing down to him!

· His brothers hated him EVEN more for this.
[Slide 7] – Revenge
· Brothers get a chance to show revenge, they throw him in a well and plan to kill him.
· One brother stopped them! But instead they . . . 
[Slide 8] - Slavery
· They sold him into slavery.
· He was taken to Egypt, where he was sold to a captain of the Pharoah’s Guards . . . . Potiphar was his name

[Slide 9] – Potiphar’s House
· God was with Joseph & he was successful at everything he did.
· Potiphar made him his Chief Servant.

· He put EVERYTHING under Joseph’s control.

· But Potiphar’s wife REALLY liked Joseph! I mean REALLY, REALLY like Joseph . . . . . which was wrong!!

· Joseph knew it was wrong of her and he wouldn’t have anything to do with Potiphar’s wife!!

· She didn’t like this, so she made up a story about Joseph that wasn’t true and said he had done things which he hadn’t.

· Potiphar was sooo angry, he had Joseph thrown into prison!
[Slide 10] – In Prison
· Although totally unfair, God was with Joseph in prison and he was successful at everything he did.
· The Chief Jailer made him his Chief Prisoner.

· He put EVERYTHING under Joseph’s control.

· Now in prison there were two other prisoners . . . . A Baker for the Pharoah & Pharoah’s Cupbearer!

· They both had dreams, and they didn’t know what they meant . . . . . . but someone did???
· Joseph explained them to them.

· He said the Baker would be executed by Pharoah and the Cupbearer would be released.

· Joseph said, “Remember me when they come true!”

· But the cupbearer forgot him!!
[Slide 11] – Pharoah’s Dream
· After many years, Pharoah had a scary dream, BUT nobody in the whole of Egypt could understand what it meant . . . .
· Then the cupbearer remembered Joseph and told Pharoah.

· Joseph was released. He explained to Pharoah, that ONLY God could know what dreams meant, but that he would ask God to explain to him what the dream meant.

· God told Joseph, that Egypt would have 7 GREAT years for their crops & then 7 VERY BAD years - Famine, where there would be no food at all.

· Joseph said that Pharoah needed to put someone in charge of storing up food for the BAD years.

[Slide 12] – Joseph: 2nd in Command

· Pharoah knew there was nobody as wise as Joseph in ALL of Egypt and made him the MOST IMPORTANT MAN in ALLLLLL of Egypt.

[Slide 13] – Joseph Plans

· Joseph planned for the 7 BAD years – Famine!
· He saved food and build storehouses to protect the food.

[Slide 14] – Travellers from Far Off
· When the bad years came, people not only from Egypt came to get food, and Joseph was the MAIN man. Nobody got food unless Joseph said it was ok.

· Then one day some men came from the East, from another land.

[Slide 15] – Joseph’s Brothers

· Joseph knew who they were immediately, but they didn’t know who he was!!!

· Who were they?

· They BOWED down to this man who was in charge . . . . Joseph!!
[Slide 16] – Joseph Revealed

· After a while Joseph let them know who he was and they were sooo pleased to know that he was alive and had done so well.
· Joseph told them to go back home and get his Father, Jacob, and all the rest of the family and move them to Egypt where they would be able to live safely through the Bad years.

[Slide 17] – Israel Safe in Egypt

· Jacob, whose name had been changed by God to ‘Israel’, was now safe in Egypt. Joseph had been made by God to be the Superhero, saving them.

· After Jacob died, Joseph’s brothers were very, very worried, that Joseph would now get his revenge for all the bad stuff they had done to him.

· But Joseph said these words . . . . Genesis 50v20

“God turned your evil into good to save the lives of many people.”

The Perfect Superhero

BUT, we need to be careful because WE NEED A SUPERHERO, A PERFECT SAVIOUR. 
We need saving from the punishment of SIN, the punishment of disobeying God – doing our own thing, in our actions, words, thoughts & attitudes. 

We can’t save ourselves and we need a GREATER SUPERHERO than JOSEPH.

Do you know, we are very fortunate because we have a God that loves us soooo much that He has already sorted the problem of SAVING us.

God shows us through the Bible, that it is . . . . . . JESUS!
God has given us a greater SUPERHERO and a greater rescue through JESUS! Because of His total obedience to His Father, His death and resurrection rescues us so that we can be friends with God forever.
