[Slide 4]
TIMELINE . . . . . Where does the story fit in?
[Slide 5] – Egypt
· 400 years after Joseph, Israel were a huge nation living in Egypt
· There had been several Pharoah’s & the one now in power, didn’t know anything about Joseph or what he had done to save Egypt
· Pharoah was frightened by Israel being so many people, so he put tehm into slavery and treated them very badly
· The Israelites were hurt & many died!

[Slide 6] – Pharoah’s Decree
· Pharoah was so scared, that he made a new law. 

· All the baby boys who were born, were to be killed immediately, so that the Israelites wouldn’t grow in number
· The nurses who helped the women deliver the babies feared God though and wouldn’t do it . . . . . so they told Pharoah that they couldn’t get there in time.
· One Mum decided to protect her newborn son, by placing him in a basket and putting the basket into the Nile.

[Slide 7] – Pharoah’s
· The basket was found by Pharoah’s daughter and although she knew the baby was an Israelite baby, she took him as her own and brought him up in the Egyptian Palace.
· He was very privileged to be taught so much and be treated as Pharoah’s own family.
[Slide 8] - Slavery
· But as Moses grew up, he knew that he was an Israelite and didn’t like the way his own people were treated by the Egyptians.
· One day he saw an Israelite being treated very badly by an Egyptian Slave Master, and Moses fought him off and killed him.
· He didn’t think anyone knew what he had done.
[Slide 9] – Running Away
· Not long afterwards, two Israelites were fighting and when Moses saw them he told them to stop!
· They turned to him and said, “Are you going to kill us like you did the Egyptian?”
· Moses realised what he had done was not a secret, but everyone knew and so he ran away . . . . . . a long way away.
· He ended up being a shepherd for 40 years in a desert area to the east of Egypt.
[Slide 10] – Burning Bush
· One day when he was on his own, in the desert, looking after the sheep, he saw a light through the rocks.
· When he went to see what it was, he saw a bush burning . . . . . . . but as he looked closely, he noticed that the bush wasn’t burning up and being destroyed.
· Then he heard a loud voice speak, and it seemed to be coming from the bush.

· It was God speaking to him, and He said, “don’t be afraid, Moses! I have chosen you to set my people free from Egypt!”

· Moses wasn’t impressed and certainly didn’t want to go back to Egypt!
· So he made up several excuses . . . . 1) I am not a great man to do this! 2) The Israelites won’t listen to me! 3) I am no good at speaking! 4)I just don’t want to go!

· But God then got angry with Moses and said, “YOU ARE GOING, and I will be with you. You WILL show my wonders!”

The STAFF
[Slide 11] – Moses before Pharoah
· When Moses got to Egypt, he as met by his brother Aaron, who God had sent to help Moses.
· Moses went to Pharoah and said, “Let my people go!”
· But Pharoah wouldn’t listen and instead made life for the Israelites EVEN harder!
· God told Moses that He was going to challenge Pharoah, but he wouldn’t listen to God through Moses . . . . . . “his heart will be hard!”
[Slide 12] – Plagues
· God sent 10 plagues to Egypt . . . . . . 1) Nile to blood, 2) Frogs, 3) Gnats, 4) Flies, 5) Diseased cattle, 6)Boils, 7) Hail, 8) Locusts, 9) Darkness over the whole land and . . . . . 
[Slide 13] – Pharoah 
· But Pharoah took no notice! He wouldn’t change his mind and let Israel go!
· Then God spoke to Moses one last time. He gave Moses very strict instructions on what the Israelites MUST do and told Moses they would be leaving Egypt that very night. “BE READY!”
· READ: Exodus 12v1-13

[Slide 14] – Pharoah says, “Go!”
· After the tenth plague - Death to the firstborn child in every family!, Pharoah told Moses to Go! “Get out of my land!”
[Slide 15] – Israel Leave
· All of the Israelites left Egypt . . . . . there were thousands of them.
· The travelled quickly to the edge of the Red Sea and when night came they camped there.

· Unfortunately Pharoah, came to his senses and couldn’t believe he had allowed Israel to leave. He sent his whole army after them.

· Whilst they were camped at the edge of the Red Sea, they saw and heard the Egyptians coming and were very afraid. God stopped the Egyptians getting to Israel and all night he protected the Israelites, so the Egyptians couldn’t get to them.

· The Israelites were so afraid that they moaned and groaned at Moses. But Moses answered the people, “Don’t be Afraid!” He said, “Stand still and see the Lord save you today!”
[Slide 16] – Moses in The Red Sea
· Then Moses stepped into the Red Sea and led by God, placed his staff down and God made the waters divide and part!
[Slide 17] – Israel go through safely
· Then Moses led the Israelites through the Red Sea on dry ground, between the divided Sea. It was an amazing, incredible, unbelievable sight.
· Once Israel was safely through the Red Sea and on the other side, God allowed the Egyptian army to follow and as they rushed into the Red Sea, God allowed the Sea to come crashing down on the Egyptian Army! Israel was safe! God had saved them in an AMAZING WAY.
[Slide 18] – 4 Key Questions

Moses was a Bible Superhero and did so many amazing things! God used him to save Israel in an incredible way, but he wasn’t perfect. He made lots of mistakes and even disobeyed God at times.
[Slide 19] – BIG Question

“Just like Israel, we need a better SUPERHERO than Moses”

The Perfect Superhero

Just like the Israelites, we all find it so easy to moan and groan at God. We disobey Him and refuse to live His way, so often. WE NEED TO BE RESCUED, so that we can be friends with Him forever.
Do you know, we are very fortunate because God loves us soooo much that He has already sorted the problem of SAVING us.

God shows us through the Bible, that it is . . . . . . JESUS!
God has given us a greater SUPERHERO than Moses and a greater rescue, than Israel’s from Egypt. He has done it through JESUS! Because of His total obedience to His Father, His death and resurrection rescues us so that we can be friends with God forever.
