N.B

1. Most craft materials will be provided beforehand to small group leaders. You will need to do some preparation (especially for younger groups) so do look through well in advance of the Holiday Club. 
2. Some equipment will not be in your box but be provided in your group area on the day (e.g. sand for beach, Pritt sticks)
3. There will probably not be enough scissors for one per child so it might be an idea to bring some (including one sharp pair) from home. Label them clearly as they have a habit of wandering!
4. Feel free to adapt or use your own ideas – for younger groups you may wish to simplify some of the crafts.

Tuesday 
As they arrive:

Make Detective Indentification Wallets:

1. Cut out ‘Private Detective’ badges & stick to front of black card (folded)
2. Fill in front page (not fingerprints). Page 2 – can bring in photo in, or draw picture of themselves.


Code name – make something up!



Rank e.g Detective Inspector



Squad – group name e.g Blue Investigators

NB You do not need to complete all this- can be done subsequently.

Idea of the wallet is that each day you practice learning memory verse (Bible evidence) & then you sign/stamp (to be provided) wallet when recited correctly.

Detective Training:

You will need to bring a selection of about 20 small objects (e.g. paper clip, safety pin, nail scissors etc) from home for ‘Kim’s Game’ and T-towel & tray.

You do not need to do all of these

Fingerprints: 
1 inkpad to be shared between adjacent groups. NB Ink is permanent but will wear off fingers okay! Talk about how each one is different.

Secret messages:
Use ink eraser (end with white lid). Each child writes a message on a strip of paper & passes it to another child. Briefly dip black end of cotton bud into water and rub over message which will be revealed.

Chemical factory:
As a group go to Simon (outside) to make mini explosions inside film canisters.
Observation:
Spot the difference – 4 puzzles (2  double sided sheets)

Memory Training:
Kim’s Game – place 20 or so objects on tray & let detectives look for 2 minutes, cover with T-towel & see how many they can remember (verbally or written)

Other ideas 
– invent some codes (code wheel master available to photocopy if wish) & 
decipher coded messages.

· play ‘I packed my bag and into I put . .’ memory game.

· photofit pictures – draw blank faces & provide variety of cut-out mouths, moustaches etc to make different faces

Wednesday 
Skeletons

See photocopied example – may need to simplify for younger groups. Can use chalk to draw outline on black card if wish.

You need:
Pasta Pieces


A4 black card


PVA glue (provided on the day)

Thursday 
Night vision surveillance binoculars
see example in box
You will need:
2 toilet rolls


2 pieces green cellophane & elastic band

4 strips (2 narrow, 2 broad) black fablon


Length of string


sugar paper

PVA glue


Sellotape

To make:

1. Attach green cellophane over 1 end of each toilet roll using elastic band (like jam pot cover) and then secure below with sellotape & remove elastic band.

2. Tear up pieces of green/yellow/brown sugar paper & stick randomly (camouflage look) on both tubes. use plenty of PVA on tubes & paper.

3. Tidy up ends with pre-cut black fablon strips. Thin strip on cellophane end, wider strip at ‘eye’ end, overlapping & folded inside.

4. Attach tubes together with double sided tape (or 2 pieces of regular sellotape made into loops, sticky side out)

5. Knot either end of strings & attach to outside of binoculars.

Breakfast Encounter:

Silver foil




Cardboard for boat

1. Draw beach line across corner of page

2. Paint 1 side of cling film with runny white paint & use to print sea – makes good watery impression

3. Using glue spreaders, spread PVA along the edge of water line. Hold over tray & sprinkle on sand to make beach
4. Splodge some yellow & red paint at base of bonfire & ‘pull’ upwards with fingers or cotton bud to make flames

5. Dip scrunched up white paper into white paint and dab on to make smoke

6. Cut out cardboard boat & glue on with fishing net
