The Case of the Empty Tomb!
Investigating some of the resurrection passages from John’s Gospel 
“These are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God and that by believing you may have life in His name.” John 20v31
Main Themes:

· Jesus is God’s Special Chosen Promised King from the OT
· God raised Him from the dead, as Promised, to save us
· We MUST respond to Jesus’ death and resurrection 
Daily Teaching:
Day 1 – ‘The Crime Scene’: John chapters 18 & 19 - The details of the Passion week, Jesus’ arrest, trials, death & burial.
MEMORY VERSE: “God demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans 5v8
Day 2 – ‘The Missing Body’: John 20v1-18 - The empty tomb and the first meeting with Jesus, by Mary, followed by Peter & John, going to the tomb.
MEMORY VERSE: “Don’t be afraid. He is not here, for He has risen.” Matthew 28v5&6
Day 3 – ‘I don’t Believe It!’: John 20v24-31 - The disciples meet Jesus, but Thomas just will not believe them and doubts. Then Jesus meets them all, including Thomas.
MEMORY VERSE: “Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.” John 20v29
Day 4 – ‘Breakfast Encounter’: John 21v 1-15 - Peter meets Jesus again, on the seashore, and is forgiven for his denials of Jesus & commissioned for the future
MEMORY VERSE: “If we confess our sins, God is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins.” 1 John 1v9
All Age / Family Service – ‘The Mystery is Solved’: Luke 24v13-35 - The disciples on the Road to Emmaus, meet Jesus and He opens their hearts and minds to understand God’s Plan of Salvation, in Scripture, through Him.
