Episode Two: ‘The Missing Body’
We left the story yesterday with Jesus buried in Joseph of Arimathea’s Tomb. After the Sabbath, Mary Magdalene, one of the women followers of Jesus, went to the tomb. When she got there she was surprised . . . . . let’s see what happened:

Mary by the Stone at the Tomb

READ John 20v1-18 
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The Empty Tomb
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Jesus with Mary

When Mary got to the tomb it was open, wide open. And more to the point it was empty! 
So this is, ‘The Case of the Missing Body’. 
Mary may have asked questions? Maybe you are?

What has happened to Jesus? 
Have the Romans stolen the body? 
Have the Jewish Leaders stolen the body? 
Have the disciples stolen the body? 
What about the huge stone in front of it – how would they have moved that? 
Well . . . . . . .  
Two shining men stood there. A frightening sight. Scary enough to make Mary quake with fear!

They’re angels, big shining white angels! And listen to what they say (it’s recorded in Luke chapter 24):

"Why are you looking for a living person in this place for the dead? He is not here; he has risen from the dead. Do you remember what he told you in Galilee? He said the Son of Man must be handed over to sinful people, be crucified, and rise from the dead on the third day.

He’s alive. What a crazy suggestion, surely. How can someone who was dead be alive. 

If Jesus really is alive then he must be just who he claimed to be, the Lord, the saviour, God’s Chosen Promised Special King.

Emotions:
If you had been Mary or the Disciples, How would you have felt?
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It’s A Beautiful Day 

SUMMARY:
It seems impossible that someone who has died can suddenly be alive again . . . . . But the God who made the earth and everything and everyone in it, is able to do whatever He wants . . . . . . . Raising His own dear son, to life again, isn’t a very big challenge and yet it is the MOST incredible thing for us to know and understand.

Was He really alive again?
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Was the body STOLEN?

[CLICK] Perhaps the Romans stole the body?

Answer – if they did, they could have produced the body when the disciples starting telling people about Jesus.

[CLICK] Perhaps the Religious Leaders stole the body?

Answer – if they did, they could have produced the body when the disciples starting telling people about Jesus, and making life difficult for the Religious Leaders, and they could have proved the disciples were lying.

[CLICK] Perhaps the Disciples stole the body?

Answer – if they did, they could not have been able to suffer death and punishment for following a lie.
So, He MUST have been raised to life again by God.
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He Must Be ALIVE!
Tomorrow, we meet someone, who was a follower of Jesus, but didn’t believe He was alive again, even though the other disciples had seen Jesus and tried to convince him!
