Reflection week assembly script – Monday 9th February

Creation
Aims:

· To introduce the week, enthuse the children to want to know what the next assembly is;
· To show God made everything out of nothing;
· That this is an awe-inspiring thing.
[Tim introduces us]
[While Gareth introduces the assembly, Claire, dressed up as a cook busies herself arranging the cooking equipment, she has one table in the centre with a bowl and an ‘oven’ on it and one table to the side with the empty packets and containers of ingredients on it.]
Gareth – Thank you Mr Bowden, well it’s good to be back at Holy Trinity again and this time it’s not just for one assembly we will be here every morning this week doing assemblies, visiting your classrooms and also running some lunchtime clubs for you all, we’ve been working away for weeks and are really looking forward to it, aren’t we Claire?

Claire – Sorry?

Gareth – Sorry!?  Sorry!? Claire this is the start of our week of assemblies and lunchtime clubs, it’s very important to get the beginning right and you’re mucking about doing…erm…doing…What are you doing?

Claire – I’m making a cake.

Gareth – A cake?  I’m trying to tell everyone here what we going to be doing this week and you’re making a cake?!

Claire – Yes, thought we might get hungry!

Gareth – Claire, you haven’t even got any ingredients!! These container here are all empty [Gareth opens them and turns them upside down].
Claire – Oh don’t worry about details like that!  I’ve got everything else, my outfit, my mixing bowl, my oven.

Gareth – Claire, it’s not an oven, it’s a box, there is no power going to it, you won’t even be able to heat the ingredients that you don’t have!

Claire – Don’t be so negative all the time, give me a couple of minutes and we’ll have a lovely cake to share around.

Gareth – OK, have it your way [Gareth moves off to the side]

Claire – OK, so I need a couple of volunteers to help me make my cake

[Claire picks a boy and a girl and puts some clothes on them]

The rest of you can help us, what ingredients do we need for a cake?
[Claire then takes suggestions from the children and asks the two helpers to go and get the ingredients form the ingredients table]

Right what do I do now? [mix and put into a tin and into the oven, ask one to mix and pour and the other one to put it into the oven.]

Now how long do we have to wait for it to cook? [take suggestions], really? That long, I think we’ll give it 10 seconds [lead a count down with the children]

[ask the child who put the cake in the oven to take it out again]

Oh!

[Gareth comes over looking smug]
Gareth – Something wrong Claire

Claire – Well, there’s nothing there

Gareth – Sometimes I wonder about you Claire, I really do!  Why don’t you two go and sit down, I know you didn’t think anything would come out of the oven.

[pause to let the children sit down]

Gareth - Claire, you didn’t put anything into the oven, so why did you think that something would come out?

Claire – Well, you know that the Bible says that God made the world

Gareth – Yes [sounding curious and concerned]

Claire – And you know how the Bible says he created it out of nothing

Gareth – Yes [sounding even more concerned]

Claire – Well, I though if he could create the whole world and the whole universe with all the stars and planets out of nothing then, then I should be able make a little old cake from nothing.

Gareth [sounding sorry for Claire] – Claire, it doesn’t matter how big the thing is you can’t create something out of nothing!
Claire – But the Bible says that God did.

Gareth – Yea, but that’s God, being all powerful is in his job description; you are not God!  If you want to make something, you need something else to make it from, you need some ingredients.
[Claire – Sits down looking dejected]

Gareth – It’s not something to be sad about it Claire; just think how amazing it is, there was nothing, no Claire, no Holy Trinity, no world, nothing, then God spoke and created the world, the whole universe, everything.
Gareth – Pray thanking God for creating the world, for doing such an amazing world.

Claire – Now for the rest of the week we are going to be reflecting, thinking about, the things which God created, each day we will look at something different and will have a lunchtime club on that topic which will be for specific classes, so for example tomorrow the lunchtime club will be for Reception and Year 1; we will do some activities around the topic for the day, including making some things to put out on the patio area behind us and on the worship board over there.
Gareth – And because we are doing loads of stuff with you this week we have some people who will be helping us, three of whom are here today: Chaz, David and Laura. [GC introduces each in turn].

Claire – Lastly, each day we will be singing a song which will take a few days to learn as it has some actions, but I’m sure you’ll have no problems.

[Claire then teaches the actions to the first two verses]
