Reflection week assembly script – Friday 13th February

Aims: That the children understand:
· That God created them
· That they are made in his image

· That this image is marred by sin (our decision that we can do better than God)

· That in Jesus we are new creations

[Tim introduces us]

[Chaz in front of a pretend mirror preening himself (combing hairetc. and singing happily]
David – Hi Chaz, what are you so happy about

Chaz – What do you mean, just look at this face what a face, so beautiful, amazing don’t you think? [cheesy smile]
David – Er well no comment.  What makes you think that anyway?

Chaz – Oh only that the Bible says that I am made in the image of God and because God must be beautiful and amazing so must I!

David – Oh I see, well I’m not sure it works exactly like that!

[Chaz spins round abruptly]

Chaz – What do you mean?  Look it says right here in genesis 1:26 God said let us make human beings in our image and likeness.

David – Yes OK but what does it go on to say.

[Chaz looks back at his Bible]

Chaz – Erm

David – Try verse 28

Chaz – Erm, that he created humans as male and female, girls and boys, that he told them to have families and look after the world.

David – Right, does that give you a clue to what being like God means?

Chaz – Oh, you mean being in God’s image, being like God doesn’t mean I look like God, but that I do some of the same things?

David – That’s right God created us to look after the world properly and have good relationships with God and other people, with mums and dads, sisters and brothers and friends.
Chaz – Oh…ooooh!

David – What’s wrong?

Chaz – Well I’m not sure I do a very good job with all that sort of thing, looking after the world or being friends with God to my friends and family.

David – No, but then nobody does.  It’s like we were telling everyone here yesterday and the day before that: the Bible says that we humans decided that we could run the world much better than God and decided to go it our own way; only, it turns out we don’t do a very good job; the Bible calls that sin.

Chaz – Because we decided to go our own way not God’s. things aren’t going so well?  So what’s the answer?  I mean I’ve always tried to do the right thing but sometimes it, you know, just doesn’t work out.
David – Sure nobody’s perfect and though it’s good to try to do the right thing, you’ll never do everything right; the Bible says that basically you need to ask the person who created you to make you right again, it’s kind of like being created all over again.
Chaz – You’re confusing me now!

David – Erm…Laura, can you help

Laura – Yea, sure but we’ll need some volunteers as well; volunteers who don’t mind modeling with play dough.  [David and Laura choose three volunteers, mostly older ones]  Now we need you to model something, anything, but not too complicated keep it simple.

David – While they are doing that perhaps this might help: Chaz, could you create your ipod?

Chaz – No

David – and if it broke who would you go to?

Chaz – I would go back to the shop and get a new one; it’s under guarantee you see. [Chaz looks pleased for himself]

David – Yes, but if you actually wanted someone to fix it who would you go to?

Chaz – Well I guess Apple, the company, they made it they should be able to fix it!

David – Exactly, and the Bible says it is kind of like that with us, we try to do the right thing but it often doesn’t work out right; we’re a bit broken really, we don’t work as we should and so the person we need to go back to is God the person who made us.

Chaz – OK, he is kind of like Apple for my ipod

David – Precisely.

Laura – That’s right we can see that with our play dough models too [Laura asks what each of them has made].  What happens if that breaks, if it gets messed up? Can the play dough remodel itself? No, exactly, but you could, you made it and you could make it again, you could remake it.
David – Exactly, just like us, we make mistakes, we don’t work as we should do and whilst it is good to try to do the right thing we will never be perfect, but the Bible says if we believe and trust in Jesus then he promises that when he comes back and remakes the earth and the plants and the animals he will also remake us, make us new again.  And when that happens, there will be no more crying no more pain, for the old world will have gone.  In the meantime he will help us everyday.
David – Sounds like good news to me.

Laura – And me, let’s pray [pray thanking God for creating us and for promising that if we believe and trust in Jesus he will remake us even though we muck things up].

Chaz – I think it’s time for our song, one last time.
